Here I Am, Lord is a hymn composed by Dan Schutte
in 1981 following the Vatican Council II, when the
Catholic Church began to use vernacular hymns at
Mass. The words are based on Isaiah 6:8 and 1 Samuel
3. Dan Schutte was a Jesuit Priest. He was one of the
founding members of the St. Louis Jesuits who
popularized a contemporary style of church music set to
sacred texts sung in English as a result of the liturgical
reforms initiated by Vatican II. This hymn found its way
in the United Methodist Hymnal in 1989 and has become
a favorite of many in Protestant churches, especially the
young as they go through Confirmation.

Dan presently is Composer-in-Residence at the
University of San Francisco. The following is the list of
people that named this hymn as one of their favorites:

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“I want a church that touches my heart and stretches my mind! I want a church that
brings together the head and the heart, and I find that in this denomination. There are
some churches that emphasize the heart to the neglect of the head, while others
emphasize the head to the neglect of the heart. We are a church of the warm heart. We
believe that God moves in the personal experiences of people, and that’s why we are
always inviting people to accept Christ as Savior and Lord. We believe that God is
powerfully at work right here and right now through His amazing grace, touching lives,
inspiring people, causing our hearts (like Wesley’s) to be “strangely warmed.”

“But I am also pleased that we have a faith of the head. That’s why we spend so much
time on, and give so much effort and energy to Christian education. We believe that a call
to discipleship is a call to learn. We believe that theology is simply, loving God with our
minds.”

“On a recent trip to a Houston shopping mall, I saw a piano with a sign that read:
“Learn to Play the Piano in Just Five Minutes.” I read the instructions for about five
minutes. Then I sat down at the piano. I did play a few musical notes, but you can bet
your life there was a big difference in the way I made a piano sound and the way Van
Cliburn makes a piano sound! Five minutes does not a pianist make!!”

“You see, there are no shortcuts to knowledge or skill. It just takes a lot of dedication
and hard work, a lot of commitment and discipline and prayer and study. The same
thing is true with faith, with theology. You have to stretch your mind. And that’s what I
want from my church—a church that inspires and touches my heart and also stretches
and extends my mind.”

Rev. George Bennard (1873-1958) was a traveling
Methodist evangelist during the early 20th century.
Bennard wrote the first verse of the gospel song, "The
Old Rugged Cross" in Albion, Michigan, in the fall of
1912. The completed version was first performed on
June 7th, 1913, by a choir of five, accompanied by a guitar
in Pokagon, Michigan. The song was popularized
during the Billy Sunday Evangelistic Revival
meetings. Rev. Bennard wrote numerous other gospel
songs, but none matched the success of "The Old Rugged
Cross."

"The Old Rugged Cross" remains enormously popular
and has been performed by some of the 20th century's
most important recording artists, including: Chet
Atkins, Elvis Presley, Johnny Cash and June Carter,
Mahalia Jackson, Willie Nelson and George Beverly
Shea, just to name a few.
